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A Statistical Report on Vidhan Sabha Bye-Elections, 2009

Background

INTRODUCTION:

Consequent upon election of Shri Virbhadra Singh, MLA from
3-Rohru and Dr. Rajan Sushant, MLA from 36-Jawali Assembly Constituencies
(both pre-delimited Assembly Constituencies) to the 15" Lok Sabha from
2-Mandi and 1-Kangra Parliamentary Constituencies respectively and their
subsequent resignation from H.P. Vidhan Sabha, casual vacancies occurred in
the above pre-delimited Assembly Constituencies. Since remainder of the term
of the members in relation to the vacancies was more than one year, bye-
election to 3-Rohru and 36-Jawali Assembly Constituencies was announced by
ECI on 5" October, 2009, followed by notification of election programme on
14™ October, 2009. The poll for the above bye-elections was conducted on
7.11.2009, using Electronic Voting Machines (EVMs).

A brief account of process of Vidhan Sabha Bye-Elections, 2009,
with statistical data has been presented in this report.

REVISION OF PHOTO ELECTORAL ROLLS:

As provided under Rule 24A of Registration of Electors Rule, 1960
electoral roll for the above two pre-delimited Assembly Constituencies were
prepared by putting together the relevant parts of the electoral rolls of the
delimited constituencies. A copy of the Photo Electoral Rolls so prepared in the
above Assembly Constituencies under Rule 24A of Registration of Electors Rule,
1960, was given to the recognized political parties with the advice to confirm
within a week that in the preparation/ collation of the roll, no area had been
left out or inadvertently included as per the old delimitation. On receipt of
confirmation regarding the correctness of the electoral rolls prepared under
under Rule 24A of Registration of Electors Rule, 1960, from the recognized
political parties, the Returning Officers of 3-Rohru and 36-Jawali Assembly
Constituencies finally published the electoral rolls of their respective
Constituencies on 31° July, 2009.

POLLING STATIONS:

The physical verification of all the polling stations falling in
3-Rohru & 36-Jawali Assembly Constituencies was carried out before the Bye
Elections-2009. Necessary approval for change of location of 2 Polling Stations
falling in 3-Rohru Assembly Constituency was obtained from the Commission.

1V. ELECTORS PHOTO IDENTITY CARDS:

A special EPIC campaign in the delimited Assembly Constituencies
comprised in 3-Rohru and 36-Jawali Assembly Constituencies was conducted
w.e.f. 19-06-2009 to 17-08-2009 which was further continued upto
21-10-2009 (i.e. the last date of filing nominations).

3/4/1D/2009/SDR(HP), dated 27" October, 2009, allowed all such electors who
did not possess EPICs to produce one of the following 13 photo alternative

6. Freedom Fighter Identity Card with photographs.

7. SC/ST/OBC Certificates issued by competent authority with photographs issued up
to 30-9-20009,

8. Certificate of Physical Handicap having photograph issued by Competent Authority issued
up to 30.9.2009,

9. Arms Licenses having photographs issued up to 30.9.20009,

10. Job Cards with photograph issued under the National Rural Employment Guarantee
Scheme issued up to 30.9.2009.

11. Property Documents with photograph such as Pattas, Registered Deeds, etc

12. Pension Documents such as ex-servicemen’s Pension Book/Pension Payment Order, ex-
servicemen’s Widow/Dependent Certificates, Old Age Pension Order, Widow Pension

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92,092 (93.68%) voters exercised their franchise producing EPICs
while 6,217(6.32%) voters cast their votes producing one of the Alternative
Photo Documents.

The above election materials were distributed to the representatives
of Returning Officers of 3-Rohru and 36-Jawali Assembly Constituencies on
6" October, 2009.

First Level Checking of Electronic Voting Machines was conducted
through the engineers of Bharat Electronic Ltd., Banglore at Rohru on 14"
October and at Dharmshala on 15" October, 2009. 214 BUs and 214 CUs were
checked at Rohru and 200 BUs and 200 CUs at Dharamshala. Polling materials
alongwith EVMs prepared for polling were distributed to the polling parties at
the time of 3" Rehearsal at the Sub Divisional Hqrs.

Special arrangements for Braille literate visually impaired voters
was made in all the 209 polling stations by providing facilities of Brail Signage
on the EVMs and dummy ballot sheets in Braille in all the polling stations.

After completion of counting and declaration of results, all EVMs &
other statutory records have been kept in safe custody under double locks at
Sub-Divisional Hgrs. for the prescribed period.
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V1. VIDEOGRAPHY OF IMPORTANT EVENTS:

As per standing directions of the Election Commission of India,
videography of critical events was done. Video cameras and Digital camera
were extensively used to cover critical events. This work was done by
engaging local videographers by concerned Returning Officers/ District Election
Officers.

VI1l. ELECTION PROCESS:
The process of bye-elections to 3-Rohru and 36-Jawali Assembly
Constituencies was set in motion with the issuance of notification by the
Election Commission of India on 14-10-2009. The Election Commission of India
notified the following programme for holding the bye-elections:-

-Date of Notification - 14" October, 2009 (Wednesday),
-Last date of making nominations - 21 October, 2009 (Wednesday),
-Date of scrutiny of nominations - 22" October, 2009 (Thursday),
-Last date of withdrawal of nominations - 24™ October, 2009 (Saturday),
-Date of poll - 7" November, 2009 (Saturday),
-Hours of Poll - 8.00 A.M. to 5.00 P.M.

-Date of completion of Election - 16" November, 2009 (Monday).

VIIlI. ENFORCEMENT OF MODEL CODE OF CONDUCT:

With the announcement of bye-elections by the Election
Commission of India on 5™ October, 2009, all provisions of Model Code of
Conduct for Political Parties and Candidates came into force with immediate
effect. Copies of the instructions on Model Code of Conduct were circulated to
all the political parties and Administrative Departments for guidance and
compliance as also to the personnel staff of Hon’ble Chief Minister and
Ministers.

Standing Committees for ensuring observance of Model Code of
conduct were constituted in Shimla and Kangra Districts besides, Rohru and
Jawali sub-divisions and these committees held regular meetings with the
representatives of political parties/ contesting candidates to monitor the cases
of violation of Model Code of Conduct.

Daily reports on violation of Model Code of Conduct were received
from the concerned District Election Officers/ Returning Officers and sent to ECI
through e-mail & Fax.

All hoardings, banners and posters depicting/ highlighting the
achievements of the Govt. were got removed in compliance with the
instructions of ECI.

The provisions of the Himachal Pradesh Open Places (Prevention
of Disfigurement) Act, 1985 and the instructions of ECI on prevention of
defacement of property were enforced strictly in the above two districts.

Election Commission’s directions on electioneering by Govt.
servants were also enforced strictly.

IX. NOMINATIONS:

Nominations for the bye-elections were received by Returning Officers
appointed by the Commission with effect from 14.10.2009 to 21.10.2009 (excluding
holiday). For the two Assembly Constituencies 11 persons filed their
nominations and these nominations were taken up for scrutiny on 22.10.2009,
by the concerned Returning Officers. Out of the 11 nominated candidates, 3
candidates withdrew their candidatures, leaving 8 contesting candidates in the
fray for the bye-elections. Out of the 8 contesting candidates 4 lost their
security deposits.

X. POLLING PERSONNEL:

XI.

For conducting poll in the 209 polling stations (118+91), 209
Presiding Officer and 627 Polling Officers were deployed by the respective
District Election Officers.

Besides, 26 Sector Officers and 9 Sector Magistrates were also
appointed by the concerned Returning Officers for these bye-elections.

USE OF TECHNOLOGY:

Randomization of EVMs and polling personnel was done through
randomization software.

The SMS based system of monitoring developed by NIC, Shimla
with the help of NIC Tripura was effectively used during the period of bye-
elections to monitor the poll process. Information regarding poll process,
tracking of the dispersal of the polling parties, their arrival at the polling
stations, conduct of mock poll, deployment of video cameras and Micro—
Observers, etc. was collected by SMS through the BLOs. Information on polling
station-wise votes cast was sent on two hourly basis by the BLOs. The BLOs
assigned to the Polling stations were trained to send formatted SMS messages
on various poll related activities. The format and syntax of the SMS messages
was suitably designed so that the message received by the system could be
automatically interpreted and updated into the database and made available to
the AROs, ROs and CEO for monitoring the polling process online.

With every two hourly record of votes cast it provided an
additional check for the votes recorded in the Presiding Officers Dairy.
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SMS based search facility has also been developed with the help of
Department of Information Technology. In this System, elector sends SMS to
56300 in format EPIC<space=EPIC No. e.g. EPIC CLFO460121. In reply to the
SMS, elector receives message containing Assembly Constituency Number,
Assembly Constituency Name, Part Number, Serial Number, Voter Name, and
Polling Station Address. SMS based search facility has been extensively used by
the citizens during the period of bye-elections.

X1l. LAW AND ORDER AND SECURITY ARRANGEMENTS:

The Law & Order situation in both the Districts of the State during
pre-poll, poll and post-poll periods was monitored on day to day basis through
a Daily Report which was collected from the Superintendents of Police by the
Home Deptt. of the State and submitted to the Election Commission of India
through Chief Electoral Officer, Himachal Pradesh. Special vigil was kept in the
areas bordering the neighboring States. With the meticulous planning by the
Distt. Administration and the Police Deptt. no untoward incidents took place
during the period of bye-elections.

There were 209 Polling Stations set up in both the assembly
constituencies for holding Vidhan Sabha bye-election-2009. Out of these, 47
Polling Stations were classified as sensitive, 41 as very sensitive, and the rest
121 as ordinary ones. During these bye-elections held in November, 2009,
approximately 581 police personnel of different cadres were deployed for poll
duty, law and order duty and other VIP duties. 209 Home Guards were also
drafted on election duty.

XI111. COUNTING AND STORAGE CENTERS:
Programme on counting of votes and storage of EVMs along with
the other statutory records was prepared as per the instructions of the Election
Commission of India and approval was got obtained from the Commission.

XV. ELECTION OBSERVERS:

Election Commission of India appointed 1 Observer in each
Assembly Constituency to oversee pre-poll, poll process, and assess the poll
expenditure being incurred by the Contesting Candidates and the Political
Parties on various items and supervise the process of counting of votes. All
facilities such as security, vehicles, boarding / lodging, fax / telephones etc.
were provided to these Observers during their visit in the allotted
constituencies. The candidates, representatives of Political Parties and public
were free to contact them during their visits in the area.

XVI. THE POLL:
The poll for the bye-elections was conducted on 7.11.2009. The
Polling was held in a very peaceful manner. No untoward incident took place
during polling. It was totally a free and fair election.
